1. Who we are

2. Why we process your data, the lawful basis for processing your data and who we share it with

(a.) For our clients, we process data:
i. In order to provide you with legal advice

ii. To assist you with legal claims or legal proceedings

iii. To assist you with your legal rights

iv. To assist you with legal transactions

v. To enable us to comply with our obligations at law



The legal basis for the processing of this data is processing necessary for the performance of a contract to which you are a party and the discharge of our obligation to you in the performance of our function as legal advisors and discharge our obligations at law.


Where we process special categories of data relating to you, e.g. health data that we may process in connection with a legal claim where we are acting on your behalf, our legal basis for processing will be that the processing is necessary for the establishment, exercise or defence of legal claims.


There may also be limited circumstances where our legal basis for processing is your consent (where we have sought it and you have provided it to us), in which case you can withdraw your consent at any time. 


We share this data with our practice management service provider.  We also may be required to share this data with our professional indemnifiers in accordance with the terms of our professional indemnity insurance which we are obliged to maintain under the Regulations made under the Solicitors Acts, and also for the purposes of complying with all or any Regulations at law including, without limitation, the Anti-Money Laundering Regulations.  They may only process this data for the purposes of providing us with their services and for no other purpose.


We also may share certain parts of the data received with a barrister, doctor or expert witness, government office, government department or with another firm of solicitors acting in respect of any litigation, transaction or any other matter we are handling on your behalf to which the data is relevant.


We will retain this data on our system for a minimum period of eight years and no more than fifteen years depending on the nature of the transaction.  It is our practice as a matter of prudence to retain transactionally based files, in particular in relation to property, 


for at least fifteen years as that there is a legitimate interest in so doing in order to enable us, should the need arise, to deal with any issues on a subsequent transaction relating to the property the subject matter of the transaction.

(b.) For our potential, current and past clients, we may process data:
i. For the purposes if required to market the services of our firm

ii. Where applicable, to provide you with legal updates and newsletters to which you have subscribed should we implement such a measure 


The legal basis for this processing is our legitimate interest in the administration and operation of our legal services as well as our legitimate interest in marketing and promoting our firm’s legal services.  Where any marketing material is submitted to you electronically by way of email it will include an unsubscribe button in our communication so that you can opt out of receiving such communications at any time.

3. Information received from third parties and the source of that data

We may as part of any advice or matter that we have undertaken on your behalf carry out searches with external third parties, be they the Court Services or the divisions within the Property Registration Authority or any other public amenity or records office which are publically accessible.  Such information may contain information of assets owned by you, any proceedings to which you are involved or any other information that may appear on a public record.  This may of necessity involve information furnished to us following requests in relation to your public, private, Social Welfare Number or PPSN.  Such information as is received is utilised solely for the purposes of the transaction or business being undertaken on your behalf and can only be utilised or passed onto third parties in relation to that service.

4. Transfers of data outside the European Economic Area 

We do not as a matter of course transfer data relating to any activities to a service provider located in any country outside the EEA.  The safeguard we have put in place for this transfer is to enter into a European Commission approved standard contractual clause with the provider.

5. Your rights relating to personal data

You have the following rights under the GDPR, in certain circumstances and subject to certain exemptions, in relation to your personal data:

i. Right to access the data – You have the right to request a copy of the personal data that we hold about you, together with any other information about our processing of that personal data.

ii. Right to rectification – You have the right to request that any inaccurate data that is held about you is corrected, or if we have incomplete information you may request that we update the information such that it is complete.

iii. Right to erasure – You have the right to request us to delete personal data that we hold about you.  This is sometimes referred to as the right to be forgotten.  However, this right is subject to any legitimate interest that we have in retaining that data where the same is required for the purposes of enabling us to comply with our legal obligations at law.

iv. Right to restriction of processing or to object to processing – You have a right to request that we no longer process your personal data for particular purposes, or to object to our processing of your personal data for particular purposes. However, this right is subject to any legitimate interest that we have in retaining that data where the same is required for the purposes of enabling us to comply with our legal obligations at law.

v. Right to data portability – You have the right to request us to provide you, or a third party, with a copy of your personal data in a structured, commonly used machine readable format.

In order to exercise any of the rights set out above, please contact us at the contact details at the start of this privacy notice.

If we are processing personal data based on your consent, you may withdraw that consent at any time, subject to the restrictions referred to above.  This does not affect the lawfulness of processing which took place prior to its withdrawal or processing that takes place in discharge of any obligation that we may have at law in pursuit of any legitimate interest in that regard.

If you are unhappy about how we process personal data, we would ask you to contact us so that we can rectify the situation.

You may lodge a complaint with a supervisory authority.  The Irish supervisory authority is the Data Protection Commission, whose email contact details is info@dataprotection.ie.

6. Requirement to process personal data

If you do not provide us with your information for the purposes described above, we cannot provide you with legal service, represent you in proceedings or otherwise engage in transactional work or advisory work for or on your behalf; thereby we will not be in a position to discharge our obligations to you or otherwise comply with our obligations at law.
